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Solution For Water Treatment For Presence of Coliform Bacteria.

1. Mix a solution of chlorine bleach and water at a 1: 4 ratio. Preferably, use at least one quart of bleach and 1 gallon of water.

2. Pour this solution around and in your well casing making sure that you contact as much of the well as possible.

3. Open all water lines in your house for a few minutes. Let the water run until all lines are filled with the chlorinated water from the well. You should be able to smell the chlorinated water coming from the water spigots before turning the water off.

4. Let the chlorinated water stand in the pipes for 24 hours.

5. Flush out the water lines in your house until there is no chlorine smell nor taste in the water.

6. Call the Hancock County Department at 564-3343 to schedule a re-sample of your well water.

7. Note: If there no source of contamination within 100 ft. of a properly constructed well, batch chlorination should effectively make your water safe for drinking. However with a source of contamination less than 100 ft. from your well or if your well is improperly constructed, this type of batch chlorination will not guarantee safe water for any extended period of time. We strongly suggest that an alternative potable water supply be used until a satisfactory water sample results are received.
